Tin and aluminum cans, trays, and foil
Aseptic Packaging (milk and juice cartons)
Plastic containers marked #1 - # 7 (no #6) including
soda and water bottles, milk and juice jugs, detergent
and fabric softeners, health and beauty products,
household cleaners, margarine tubs, frozen dessert
cups, six and twelve-pack rings, yogurt cups, syrup and
ketchup bottles, and plastic buckets (i.e.. Kitty litter
containers, etc.)

Glass Bottles and Jars (clear, brown and green).
No window glass, light bulbs, dinnerware or ceramics.

PAPER / OTHER FIBERS

Newspaper and newspaper inserts

Cardboard (no waxed cardboard)

Kraft (brown) paper bags

Magazines, catalogs, and telephone books
Office, computer, notebook and gift wrap paper
Chipboard (cereal, cake & food mix boxes)
Carrier Stock (soda can boxes)

Junk Mail and envelopes (no plastic cards, stick on
labels)

e  Paperback books (no hard cover books)
